2. Write a journal entry written by the Big Bad Wolf from the story “The Three Little Pigs.” Describe what happened in the story from his point of view and make sure he is the hero of the story. (DO NOT “borrow” from the published book The TRUE Story of the Three Little Pigs) Must be at least 5 sentences and be in a journal format.

3. Think of a setting of a book you loved. It could be a fictional setting, historical setting, or realistic setting. Write a story about your visit to that book’s setting and the characters you would meet. What would you have to do to fit into that place?
4. What is one talent you  have that few people know about, or something you can do quite well that might surprise others?  Explain in detail.  When does this talent come in handy?

5. In your opinion is it harder to be a boy or a girl?  Why do you think so?  Explain in detail and give examples to support your claim.

6. What is the bravest thing you have ever done?  Write a minimum of 5 well elaborated sentences to describe your experience, and toss out “tired” words.  

7. Write a story beginning with, “It was a dark and stormy night.”
Focus on adding descriptive detail to make the reader feel like he or she is there. Try to use new words (words you have recently learned) in your story. It must me at least 10 sentences long.

8. Describe an important person in your life. You may only include THREE physical characteristics. Be sure to describe their INNER qualities and examples that prove them. (write in complete sentences in paragraph form)

9. How would you describe the weather today?  Use your senses:  what do you feel (physically and emotionally)? see?  hear?  smell?  taste?  Be as descriptive as you can!
